Rules and Regulations for the Islamic/Qur’anic classes held in Crescent Academy)

By the Mercy and Help of ALLAH (SWT) Crescent Academy offers educational programs for the Muslim community. Complete cooperation of all parents will make these programs successful. The following are guidelines, rules, and regulations for every student:
1. Teaching is normally conducted on an individual basis, unless group work is required.
2. Students will be expected to complete homework and memorize the Surahs, Du’as and Salah (Namaz).

3. Please check your child’s assignments on a regular basis and provide them with the necessary help to complete their homework. Your children’s progress and success depend on your timely help.
4. Please encourage your children to put into practice Islamic observances with you whenever you recite the Qur’an, pray, fast, give in charity or perform Hajj/Umrah.

5. If you have difficulty in helping your children because of the different teaching methods, you may record the lessons or sit in the class and observe.

6. If you want to withdraw your children from class, please let us know by email message or phone call a week in advance. We will appreciate direct contact over indirect messages.

7. In case of a long vacation or withdrawal of your children, you are most welcome to come back if there is space available in the class.

8. No classes will be held on public/bank holidays, and on long weekends.

9. Communication between parents and teachers is key to the students' success. Therefore, please contact us if you or your children have any difficulties, concerns, or questions. We will be happy to work with you to find a solution for it, Inshallah.

10. In the holy month of Ramadan class sessions may be shortened. Schedule adjustments will be communicated in advance
11. We do teach our students basic principles of Islam including Haram and Halal (lawful and unlawful) food, dress etc.

12. Parents/guardians are responsible for punctual drop-off and pick-up of all students. And please walk your child to class. Do not leave them in the parking lot.

13. We are in a business complex. Strict rules governing all tenants do not allow children to wander alone in the parking lot. As Muslims, we must be wary of rights of other neighboring tenants. 

14. Students can bring their own snacks and drinks and must be disposed of properly.
15. Students may be dismissed from the class if involved in saying or writing bad words, not listening to the teachers or the staff members, insulting, fighting, harming or making fun of fellow students, etc.

16. If any parent desires to bring snacks/drinks for the whole class, please check with the administration beforehand for what types of food will be permitted for distribution. Zabiha (hand-slaughtered) is the only accepted meat allowed on premises.

17. The tuition for classes is $100 for the first child and $50 for each additional sibling. Payments will be collected via automated payment system. An additional direct debit/cc form will be provided.    
 

18. If your children are registered in class the fee will be due on the 5th of every month, (for the full month even if you start or withdraw your children on 2nd or 3rd week), whether you bring them to the class or are not able to bring them for some reason.
We, the parent/guardian of the above-mentioned child/children, have read and understood the above statement and agree to abide by all the rules and regulations laid by the management and staff members of Crescent Academy. We agree to accept the rules and modes of discipline deemed necessary by the management and staff members of Crescent Academy and accept the signing of this form to suffice for any additional siblings. We also agree that the decision of the management and staff members of Crescent Academy will be final and binding regarding the establishment of competency for children applying for the continued eligibility of those enrolled in any educational program. We also do hereby agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Crescent Academy and its officers, managers, directors, staff members and employees, and all other agents against any and all claim, demands, action, judgment liability, loss, damages, cost, attorney’s fee, doctor’s fee, injury or expense of any nature which we or our children sustain at any time or nay action taken or not taken in good faith by the Crescent Academy, and its officers, managers, directors, staff members and employees or other agents. As a condition of enrollment of our child we agree to submit any and all claims, disputes and controversies arising between me/us and Crescent Academy and its officers, managers, directors, staff members and employees, and all other agents to a final and binding resolution by an arbitration panel composed of three members of Islamic faith, one such person to be selected by us, one such person selected by the Crescent Academy and the third person to be selected by the first two persons. We agree that the decision of the arbitration panel will be binding upon all parties and we waive all rights litigation in any court forum with respect to such claims, disputes or controversies. We understand that Crescent Academy reserves the right not to accept this application.
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
